During 2012-2019, the labour force grew without a matching increase in employment,
leading to higher unemployment.

The gender disparity in India’s labour market is notable with women’s LFPR at 32.8% in
2022, significantly lower than men’s LFPR at 77.2%.

During 2000-2019, rural LFPR declined by 14-1%, compared to a 3-5% decline in urban
areas.

These shifts suggest that fluctuations occur
in women’s labour market participation, particularly in rural areas.
