8. Ifaquestion does not have any parts, marks must be awarded in the left-hand margin and encircled.
This must be followed strictly.
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If a student has attempted an extra question, answer of the question deserving more marks should

be retained and the other answer scored out with a note “Extra Question”.

If more than one option is mentioned in the answer of multiple choice questions, then marks

are not to be awarded.

No marks to be deducted for the cumulative effect of an error. It should be penalized only

once.

A full scale of marks (0-80 marks) as given in Question Paper has to be used. Please do not hesitate

to award full marks if the answer deserves it.
